Criteria:

The student must submit documentation and supporting evidence as outlined below:

1. Have successfully completed CLD 314 with a grade of 3.0 or higher;

2. Demonstrate leadership in promoting literacy in the community (through volunteer experiences,
field education, etc.);

3. Bein clear academic standing at the time of application;

4. Submit a letter to the attention of the Director, School of Early Childhood Education, outlining how
the candidate meets the criteria, exemplifying the student’s contribution to the promotion of
literacy;

5. Demonstrate, in writing, how the candidate has incorporated the Rotary Club’s philosophy of the
Four-Way Test into their own lives;

6. Application must also include a letter of support from a professional to acknowledge the student’s
contribution to the promotion of literacy (i.e. field educator, supervisor)

with a maximum of 1000 words, double spaced, with 1” margins, in a Times New Roman 12 pt
font)
