When Mount Pleasant Cemetery decided to commission 
the making of a unique bicycle rack that would not only 
complement the aesthetics of the cemetery but also enhance 
its utility, they partnered with the School of Interior Design  
to create a special competition for the School’s students. 
Under the guidance of Assistant Professor Andrew Furman,  
seven teams, each anchored by an Interior Design student 
working with additional Ryerson students from other 
disciplines across campus, spent several months creating 
their submissions. Created by Katy Alter (Interior Design ’11) 
and her architectural colleague Jeff Cogliati, the winning 
design, Lotus, was installed in the cemetery this past fall.  
This elegant and stylized bike rack symbolizes regeneration 
and pays tribute to the cycle of life.  

WHAT’S ON OUR TABLE
School of Interior Design
The Stop Community Food Centre

Under the direction of Assistant Professor  
Lorella Di Cintio, students from the School of Interior Design 
turned their skills to designing wooden utensils as part of a 
partnership with The Stop Community Food Centre.  
Students first met with staff and clients from The Stop to 
learn about the Centre’s programs and the objectives of its 
annual fundraising gala, “What’s On The Table.” They then 
used this information in creating their designs. Our students 
acquired a unique understanding of the local and global 
social issues facing The Stop and came to see how, as 
professionals, they can make a valuable contribution to their 
community. The auctioning of the beautiful hand-made 
wooden utensils garnered $1,800 for The Stop’s anti-hunger 
programs and services, and provided an invaluable 
community experience for the students.

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MAKING TEXTILES SMART
School of Fashion

Fabrics and textiles have long been 
recognized as forms of both fashion 
and art. But reaching well beyond 
these boundaries to explore less 
conventional uses of these materials, 
FCAD researchers are stepping into 
the worlds of both wearable technol-
ogy and smart textiles.    

P.Y. Chau, an instructor in the School of 
Fashion and a graduate student in the 
School’s Master of Fashion program, is 
investigating just such new uses for 
textiles in a project for one of her 
graduate classes in interactive media. 
Mindful of the increasing incidence of 
hockey violence and head injuries 
caused by checking from the rear, 
Chau is developing wearable 
technology to be inserted into players’ 
jerseys. What will the shirt do? When a 
player approaches too closely from the 
rear, a warning such as a vibration or 
flashing LED will alert both players.   

Chau has also developed special 
functional swimwear for children with 
cerebral palsy who are intubated with 
central venous lines. Made of 
neoprene, the swimwear protects the 
line from getting wet. Both hospitals 
and rehabilitation centres have already 
expressed interest in the design, and 
Chau is now exploring the option of 
inserting a sensory device into the suit 
to warn caregivers if the suit is 
absorbing moisture.  

PACKAGING A FUTURE
School of Graphic Communications Management 

Security, storage, sustainability, branding and design are significant factors in  
the evolving world of packaging. FCAD experts from the School of Graphic  
Communications Management (GCM) are making significant contributions to  
driving this world forward. In June 2011, the Packaging Association (PAC) awarded 
four GCM students first prize at their Canada-wide Sustainable Packaging Student 
Competition. Under the guidance of Assistant Professor Natalia Gilewicz, students 
Lee Jones, Liam Maddock, Duke Sigulinski and Andrew Wong redesigned the 
package for a Knorr Sidekicks container, including its retail-ready individual packages, 
to take home the grand prize at the competition. The third-place winners were also  
a team of FCAD GCM students.  

Recognizing the significance of strengthening their relationships with the packaging 
industry, GCM students along with Gilewicz started the student packaging team 
ryePack. Their prime objective is not only to gain greater exposure to the packaging 
industry but also to create opportunities to showcase their talents. The inaugural 
meeting drew over 50 students and featured a presentation by Jim Downham, the 
president of PAC. 

A bit further from home, under the guidance of GCM Chair Ian Baitz, students now 
take part in the annual Phoenix College Challenge. Hosted by an organization of 
industry professionals, the competition is open to students across North America 
studying flexography. Each year, students plan and develop packaged-goods designs 
that incorporate flexo knowledge and print skills for a particular market. These types of 
innovative partnerships are most certainly helping our students secure their future. 

In promoting packaging as a career choice for their students, faculty keep abreast of 
the latest developments through research, industry contacts and international trade 
shows such as PackEx in Toronto and DRUPA and Interpack in Dusseldorf, Germany. 
The School of Graphic Communications Management is unquestionably headed in 
the right direction.

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WEATHER AS NEW MEDIA ART 

David Bouchard, Assistant Professor, School of Image Arts 
Bruno Lessard, Assistant Professor, School of Image Arts 
Pierre Tremblay, Associate Professor, School of Image Arts  

Bringing together the skills of artist, academic and programmer, three 
professors from the School of Image Arts have collaborated on an innovative 
multi-format project, Nunavut Lights. The first component of this work-in-progress 
is a database documentary, which represents an emerging practice in new media 
arts. Drawn together by an interest in both digital media and Canada’s North, 
David Bouchard, Bruno Lessard and Pierre Tremblay have created a thought-
provoking visualization of Nunavut in an archive of over 35,000 images that uses 
both statistical and computational methods.   

Captured from the internet by a weather webcam based in Nunavut, the archive’s 
original images, which report the weather in Kimmirut, are regenerated through 
custom software – taking into consideration numerical attributes such as weather 
conditions, date and time, and statistics from lighting and colour analysis. These 
new visual compositions, representing different facets of the archive, both 
transform and re-imagine the original Kimmirut scene. Bouchard, Lessard and 
Tremblay had the opportunity to showcase their work at the Lumières des Lumière 
conference in Lille, France in February 2011, and will present a more elaborate 
version at InterAccess in the spring of 2012. InterAccess, a Toronto based gallery 
and production facility that collaborates with a host of local and international 
organizations, is devoted exclusively to electronic media art. 
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CREATING MULTI-MEDIA ART 
AROUND THE WORLD
Charles Falzon, Chair,  
School of Radio and Television Arts

Some people, like RTA Chair  
Charles Falzon, remain young at heart. 
Few, however, ever get rewarded for  
it! This past year, not only did Falzon 
receive a Gemini nomination but he 
was also honoured with an Award of 
Excellence by the Youth Media 
Alliance for his work on the innovative 
children’s show Artzooka.  

Falzon co-developed and executive 
produces the multi-platform program 
with CBC Kids, led by RTA alumna  
Kim Wilson. The children’s live- 
action and animation art show has 
already been acquired in more than  
70 markets and uses a step-by-step 
approach to help youth create 
masterpieces out of recycled materials 
and tackle projects using more 
technical gadgets. The show has also 
created wonderful opportunities for 
other FCAD alumnae. This past year, 
Theatre graduate Jeremie Saunders, 
the host of Artzooka, received a 
Gemini for Best Host in a Pre-School 
Children’s or Youth Program, and  
RTA alumna Kristine Klohk is  
currently producing international 
versions of the show.  
 

NUIT BLANCHE
Ryerson University and the Faculty of Communication & Design

In 2006, the City of Toronto hosted the all-night contemporary art event Scotiabank Nuit Blanche –  
sharing the experience with the city of lights itself, Paris, founder of the original Nuit Blanche. From dusk 
to dawn, hundreds of artists showcase their creativity, transforming the downtown core of Toronto into 
an artistic playground. First participating in 2007, Ryerson University has each year continued to 
showcase the incredible talent of our students, faculty, staff and alumni through a range of innovative 
and imaginative installations.  

Coordinated through the Faculty of Communication & Design, Ryerson’s five installations for the  
2010 Scotiabank Nuit Blanche were represented by the Schools of Graphic Communications  
Management, Image Arts, Interior Design, Radio and Television Arts and Theatre, as well as by the 
Rogers Communication Centre. Among the installations was the ever-popular The Swan’s Lake – a set of 
motorized swans bedecked in tutus and ballet toe-shoes twirling and moving backwards, forwards and 
up and down on a moonlit lake to the tune of Tchaikovsky’s The Nutcracker. The installations drew over 
ten thousand visitors to the Ryerson campus and were some of the most photographed of the evening.  

GAMES THAT TEACH
Richard Lachman, Assistant Professor,  
School of Radio and Television Arts 

You could say that Richard Lachman’s work is just out of 
this world. The Radio and Television Arts professor is at the 
forefront of one of the hottest new trends in multimedia 
called applied gaming – a format using lifelike games  
that combine gaming technology with an educational 
purpose. In 2008, Lachman developed a remarkable hub, 
RaceToMars.ca, to accompany the Discovery Channel 
Canada series of the same name. In doing so, he won a 
Gemini Award for Best Cross-Platform Project. The hub itself 
was a companion piece of six online games, 18 feature 
articles and interactive scientific explanations, and an 
85-page guidebook for Canadian science teachers that can 
be used in concert with an educational curriculum. Lachman 
then built on the Race To Mars games in two other projects, 
one of which was a scientific testing and training program for 
the Canadian Space Agency. 

Lachman continues to take storytelling to new digital media 
levels. For some of his latest research, he partnered with 
DocToronto, The National Film Board, HotDocs and the 
Canadian Film Centre Media Lab on docShift: Real Stories to 
Multiple Platforms. The project, funded by the Ontario 
Media Development Corporation’s Creative Cluster 
Partnership Fund, brings together documentary filmmakers 
and new-media producers to develop innovative documen-
tary projects. The project includes a creative convergence 
lab, a series of training workshops and an incubator program 
producing prototypes ready for full production. 

The most recent project Lachman has become involved with 
is another OMDC funded initiative TIFF.Nexus. As Ryerson’s 
lead researcher working with TIFF, Lachman plays a 
significant role in the development of four conferences and 
four cross-sector creative jams that make up the initiative. 
The project brings together media-makers and business 
management professionals in forums where they can 
conceive and prototype new ideas and products. Core to 
the project’s directive is its ability to support the next 
generation of storytellers in developing the networks, skills 
and partners they need to succeed in the constantly 
growing digital media environment.

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YORKVILLISM
School of Image Arts 

What better way to tell the story of one of Toronto’s trendiest downtown 
neighbourhoods than through photographic images. Six imaginative  
students had the opportunity to do just that when they were asked to help 
market a new condominium development, The Yorkville Condominiums.  
A partnership among Timelife Developments, The Toronto Star and the Ryerson 
School of Image Arts, this project was open to third- and fourth- year students 
from the School of Image Arts. Under the guidance of Associate Professor 
Robert Burley, all interested students submitted portfolios for review by an 
expert jury consisting of representatives from the three partner organizations 
and from Montana Steele Advertising. Students Ériver Hijano, Arthur Mola, 
Renée Munn, Andrew B. Myers, Eugen Sakhnenko and Andrew Williamson 
were then selected to capture moments of the unique neighbourhood as  
part of a co-op learning experience sponsored by the School and Timelife 
Developments. Judged on the basis of his final portfolio, Arthur Mola took top 
honours – securing the position as lead photographer for the marketing 
campaign of the project. His photo concept of a beautiful young woman 
wandering the streets of Yorkville became the key image for the company’s 
marketing strategy.

Each student had the opportunity to attend the launch of the Presentation 
Centre of the condominium project. The Centre includes a gallery of their 
curated photographs, providing exposure to both the neighbourhood and 
their talents. A selection of the photos will ultimately be placed in the complex 
upon completion, and Yorkvillism, a curated photo book of the images, is also 
being given to each new resident purchasing a suite in the building. Mola has 
had quite a year and continues to make a mark for himself as a leading young 
photographer. This past summer, Flare Magazine identified Mola as one of  
14 top Canadians to watch under the age of 30 in their Generation Next.

WITNESSING OUR CITY 
Douglas Arrowsmith, Instructor,  
School of Image Arts

As a writer, filmmaker and instructor 
in the School of Image Arts and the 
Graduate Program in Documentary 
Media, Douglas Arrowsmith was a 
perfect choice to work with former 
Mayor David Miller to co-author a 
book that articulates Miller’s vision of 
Toronto and its people. Miller 
selected, while Arrowsmith interviewed, 
the eighteen subjects whose stories 
were chosen for Witness To A City: 
David Miller’s Toronto. In addition to 
compiling powerful and inspirational 
stories that characterize the richness of 
everyday life in Toronto, the publica-
tion also provides a voice for Miller to 
reflect on his personal commitment 
and love for the city.  

Arrowsmith is no stranger to the world 
of documentary storytelling. In 2008, 
he was honoured with a Gemini  
Award for a short documentary on the 
Montreal singer Nikki Yanofsky. His 
most recent film, Love Shines, which 
profiles Canadian songwriter Ron 
Sexsmith, had its world premiere at the 
Vancouver International Film Festival.  
It went on to win the 2011 Audience 
Choice Award at the SXSW in Austin, 
Texas and the Audience Choice Award 
at the 2011 Maui Film Festival.  
  

RTA UPFRONT
School of Radio and Television Arts

Over 35 final-year undergraduate projects from the School of Radio and Television Arts were 
showcased as part of the School’s inaugural RTA Upfront this past June. Held at Corus Entertainment, 
the event provided graduating students with the opportunity to showcase their work to over  
100 industry professionals and special guests. Visitors were able to view segments of student work, 
which were on display in the corridors on the main floor at Corus, and talk with students about their 
projects. These included both dramatic and comedic video, documentary work, 3D, animation and 
sound projects. Script readings from a wide range of TV pilots were also presented.  

Among the distinguished guests attending were Protocol Entertainment partner Steve Levitan,  
Arpix Media music supervisor Ron Proulx, Corus Vice President of programs for children’s television 
Jocelyn Hamilton and Astral Media producer Michael Heydon.

PARTNERSHIPS FOR ONGOING LEARNING
Rogers Communications Centre
School of Journalism, School of Radio and Television Arts
Faculty of Communication & Design Dean’s Office

Each year, the Rogers Communications Centre, its resident Schools of Journalism 
and Radio and Television Arts, and the FCAD Dean’s office play host to special 
events in partnership with our cultural industries. The events bring together 
industry leaders, emerging professionals and sometimes the general public  
to explore topical issues in specific fields and also create opportunities for  
professionals to hone their skills. The many initiatives held over the past year 
included Wordstock, Podcamp and the Corus/Canadian Women in  
Communications Career Accelerators. A special panel in partnership with the  
Juno Awards was also convened.

Organized by the School of Journalism Alumni Association, Wordstock brought  
in experts such as Ian Brown of The Globe and Mail and Dwight Drummond  
from CTV News to discuss issues related to multiple-platform storytelling.  
At Podcamp, over 900 public and professional attendees had the opportunity  
to participate in sessions on topics such as social media trends, blog advertising 
and online reputation management. While at the Corus/Canadian Women in 
Communications Career Accelerators program, selected industry professionals 
were offered intensive executive training through the School of Radio and 
Television Arts on a range of management and industry issues related to digital 
media and technology. FCAD was also able to partner with the organizers of the 
Junos to host a distinguished panel as a special celebration of the ceremony’s 
40th anniversary. Behind the Scenes at the Juno Awards gave a glimpse of the 
history and challenges behind the annual Canadian music award ceremony.
